On motion Miss Jackson and Nichols were allowed privilege of building platform in
front of store house for displaying goods on.

On motion a vote was taken to build side walk on west side of street running from
Sawyer’s Hall to Lucian Smiths, which was last.

On motion committee was appointed to investigate the expediency of laying walk on
alley leading to Methodist Church, to wit: A. B. Jones, Ed Smith, Jno. M. Nichols.

On motion account in favor of Sam Berdin for ($2.00) Two Dollars allowed.

On motion account in favor of A. M. Stevens for (113.55) One Hundred Thirteen &
55/100 Dollars allowed.

On motion W. R. Hayes was appointed one to examine the same before issuing
warrant.

On motion Bond of W. R. Hayes was accepted and ordered spread on the Minutes.

On motion account in favor of Ed Smith for having bridges worked on for two &
50/100 was allowed.

The following is copy of Bond of W. R. Hayes as Recorder & Treasurer which on
motion was ordered to be spread on the minutes.

Know all men by these presents that we, W. R. Hayes principle and M. P. Fowlkes
secondly are held and firmly bound unto the Mayor and Aldermen of the Town of
Dyersburg, Tennessee in the final sum of Twenty five Hundred Dollars for the pay much of
which we bind ourselves, our heirs, representatives and administrators jointly and
severally firmly by these presents.

But the condition of the above bond is such that whereas the above Board W. R.
Hayes has been elected Recorder and Treasurer for said Town of Dyersburg for the year
1882.

Now, therefore, should the said W. R. Hayes faithfully discharge said duties
faithfully collect and account for all monies that should come into his hands then this bond
shall be null and void, otherwise to remain in full force and effect.
