City of Dyersburg, TN 

Okeena Park Arboretum is located in a ten 

acre public park in the center of Dyersburg, 

Tennessee.  Many of the trees are part of an 

old growth forest.  

Dyer County Master Gardeners obtained a 

grant from the Tennessee Urban Forestry 

Council to reforest the park in 2003.  Okeena 

Park Arboretum was certified as a level 1 

arboretum in 2005.  Trees now number 69 

species .  Now, we are a level II arboretum.  

A one mile walking trail enables visitors to 

view the trees, flower beds, and historical 

markers up close.  Recreational opportunities 

include a swimming pool, wading pool, 

basketball court, volleyball court, and two 

age appropriate children’s playgrounds.  

Pavilions can be reserved for gatherings and 

events.   

Dyer County Master Gardeners, Dyersburg 

Garden Club, Good Earth Garden Club, and 

Dyersburg Parks and Recreation Department 

have planted and maintained the arboretum 

as well as funded the arboretum.
